demonstrate reading pitch in treble and bass clefs, the grand staff, and ledger line notation.

4.
write the basic major and minor scales in up to three flats and three sharps.

5.
write basic rhythms using the beat, time signatures, and simple long and short values in notation.

6.
write rhythms using ties, dots, rests, and upbeats.

7.
write accents and syncopations.

8.
combine melody with the three chords of simple harmony and chord progression.

9.
demonstrate simple and compound musical sentences in two-part and three-part forms.

10.
perform simple melodies with accompaniments at the piano keyboard in the keys of C, G, D, and F major.

11.
perform pattern modulations in the five-finger positions at the keyboard.

12.
perform basic playing of a recorder in the diatonic keys C Major and G Major.

13.
present an appropriate song to the students and instructor, demonstrating conducting patterns, beat and cueing, and lyric understanding.
