COURSE TITLE and NUMBER: Audition Techniques – THTR 2300
CREDITS:  3 (Lecture 3, Lab 0) 
PREREQUISITES: THTR 1450 – Beginning Acting (Acting I)
CATALOG DESCRIPTION:  Audition Techniques is designed to prepare the student in the techniques, opportunities, and procedures of auditioning, interviewing, and constructing resumes for advanced study or career placement in the performing arts.  The student will develop a repertoire of audition pieces to increase their ability to perform with confidence on short notice.
